





taking part! Ask the local library service if there is a member of the
library team who can visit the school and enthuse the children about
the Challenge (many library services do this).

3. A personal Quest Challenge
Children could think about setting themselves their own ‘reading
quest’. This could be one of:

* Trying a book that someone has recommended

* Reading a long book that you've wanted to read but feels
daunting

* Reading more than six books!

* Reading a book with a family member

* Trying a different type of book, e.g. a fantasy book, that you've
never tried before

4. Teachers’ Quest Challenge

Teachers can join in by telling their class what their own personal
reading challenge will be over the summer. Maybe they’ve never read
a Harry Potter book, or Philip Pullman’s Northern Lights...

Teachers (and children, parents/carers, other staff) could also use the

their reading intentions! Children love to know about their teacher’s
own reading and these opportunities for discussion help to build
reading communities in class and school.
